your children to wear bright or
fluorescent clothing in the
daytime.

Stick to the Code: Always follow
the Green Cross

Code together: Stop before the
kerb, Look bothways, Listen for
traffic, and Think before moving.
Never run across the road.

Walk the Safest Route: Plan and
